BERNARD EAST (45), a once celebrated brain surgeon now relegated to the ranks of college professor after a professional fall-out, has discovered an amazing drug -- an extract from the very center of the brain -- an extract he calls Euphorium 203.

His wife, EUNICE (38), wants a baby. This works well for East because the only way he’s going to get a position on the board of his father-in-laws mega pharmaceutical company is to produce a male grandbaby. Only problem is, East can’t seal the deal.

Frustrated with the direction his life is going, East takes a female student, MARLA (18) under his wing. Marla is bright, attentive, beautiful -- everything Eunice isn’t. The only trait she shares with Eunice is duplicity. Marla sees a bright future at East’s side.

Marla drugs Eunice and impregnates her with semen she stole working as a candy striper at a nearby asylum. At a dinner party, Eunice and East announce the good news to her folks.

On the way home, they’re involved in a horrific head-on collision with an ambulance that nearly kills Eunice and the unborn child. Thinking quickly, East cracks the skulls of the EMT’s to extract the Euphorium 203 to save Eunice and the baby. A traveler stumbles upon East’s murderous deeds and East has to kill him to cover his tracks.

Back at the school, East hides Eunice’s body. The only way to keep her alive is for Marla to seduce men, bring them back to the college, where East ambushes them and harvests the Euphorium 203 from the center of their brains.

Marla’s roommate, NANCY (18) becomes suspicious of her behavior and with her drug-addled friend EARL (21)they begin to investigate Marla’s strange behavior.

Hot on the trail are two small town cops who stumbled on the bizarre crime scene. As the cops begin to corner East, he becomes frantic to harvest the baby before he’s trapped.

As East and Marla take the baby from Eunice, the cops, Earl, and Nancy catch up. East kills the cops but Earl produces a gun he found in East’s office. Earl, the addict, wants to claim the drug that now is required to save the baby’s life for himself. When Marla tries to reason with him, he shoots her. Nancy tries to disarm Earl and an errant shot towards Nancy sparks an explosion. 

Nancy, still alive, has sheltered the baby -- a girl -- while East escapes.
